House 906 Limoux

LIMOUX Stunning villa located west of Limoux, offering breathtaking views of the
valley and mountains. Nestled between the Canal du Midi, Carcassonne, and the
Pyrenees, between Andorra and the Mediterranean. The house was built in 2009
on a former vineyard, on a 1,580 m² plot. The house measures 190 m² and has a
living space of 141 m². It features a large, comfortable kitchen with a dining area,
open to the living/dining room with a modern Scan fireplace. Four bedrooms, two
bathrooms, and three toilets. Laundry/storageroom and a separate garage and 2
parking spaces. Five double doors lead from the spacious living room and kitchen
to the terrace that wraps around the house on three sides, where a pergola,
arches, and awnings provide cosy relaxing spots. The house was built by its
Norwegian owners, who used it as a second home. It has a well-maintained 12 x 6
m saltwater pool, which was renovated in 2024 with new lining. The pool is
surrounded by a tiled terrace, enhancing the property's appeal. The garden, with its
cypress and olive trees, includes a pétanque court and is beautifully planted with
vegetation suited to the Mediterranean climate. A new wastewater disposal system
will be installed before handing over the keys. Rainwater is collected in an
underground tank connected to the garden irrigation system. The property is
fenced. The villa is a 15-minute walk from the heart of the charming village of
Limoux, located in the Aude valley at the gateway to the Eastern Pyrenees.
Carcassonne, with its popular golf course and famous citadel, is only 25 km away.

Limoux has a
rich history dating back to Roman times and the Cathar period. The town is known
for its carnival, which continues a 400-year-old tradition and is the oldest in the
world. Limoux is surrounded by high-quality vineyards and is itself renowned for its
sparkling wines, Crémant de Limoux and the historic Blanquette de Limoux. The
town is growing steadily and boasts a lively local community with markets and
festivals. It offers many restaurants and cafes. Several picturesque villages lie
nearby in stunning scenery, making this an exciting region to explore on foot, by
bike, or by car.
